• Twin Reservoirs Cover Replacement 
o Reservoir filled to 4 feet and inspected, leaks found at hatches and a few field 

seams. Several issues found with float covers for drain system. 
o Atlantic drained the reservoir and began making repairs on August 27th. 
o Repairs halted on August 29th due to ESWA concerns. 
o Field meeting held on September 9th with Contractor, Corrtech, and Fabricator 

to discuss issues and what is expected. 
o Repair work to resume on September 10th. 

 
• Knox Avenue Pump Station Upgrades 

o Bonds and Insurances submitted and acceptable.  Contacts now being 
executed. 

o Preconstruction Meeting held on July 31st, 2019. 
o Contractors submitting shop drawings. 
o Work not likely to start until January 2020. 
o ESWA Staff requesting approval of Construction Phase Services from 

Gannett Fleming for a cost not to exceed $54,900. 
o Design and Bid Phase Services approximately $50,000 under budget. 

 
• Lower Nazareth Project 

o Route 191 PennDOT Permit was received. 
o Route 33 PennDOT Permit Application returned July 5th, working on 

resubmission. 
o Gannett Fleming finalizing resubmission to PennDOT. 
o PennDOT right of way jurisdiction issue. 
o Land Development Approval granted from Lower Nazareth Board of 

Supervisors on August 14th. 
 

• Queen Street Project 
o Contract executed. 
o ESWA reviewing material submittals. 
o Construction anticipated to begin in late September or early October. 
o Preconstruction Meeting to be held the week of September 16th. 
o Project Schedule:

 May 31, 2020: Final Completion 

 
• Arndt Road Water System Work 

o Permanent pavement restoration completed by Forks Township. 
 

• March Street, McCartney Street Water System Work 
o New main on March Street and McCartney Street installed, tested and in 

service. 
o Service laterals transferred to new water mains. 
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• Arndt Road / Bushkill Park Drive Water Main 
o Install approximately 2,500’ of new main on Arndt Road & Bushkill Park 

Drive. 
o Would eliminate 10” water main crossing of Bushkill Creek that broke in 

July. Previous repairs evident as well. 
o 10” water main is single feed to 6 customers on Friendly Tavern Lane. 
o KCE provided Engineering Proposal, not to exceed $24,300. 
o Future Bushkill Creek crossing at Bushkill Park Drive Bridge could eliminate 

existing 16” CIP crossing of creek at Penn Pump Park.

o Started North High System on August 2nd and completed on September 4th. 
o Started Lower Nazareth on September 5th.
